Textile Exchange: In 20164, Dibella was ranked 5th in the use of Fairtrade
organic cotton and has since risen to 3rd place.

The
environmentally compatible, Fairtrade textile qualities have asserted
themselves on the market from the very beginning and write a new
success story every year: sales of textile qualities certified according to the
highest ecological and social standards are rising contfinuously.
